Damein first started worshipping at TMC as a teenager in 1998. He is in the 
Vineyard Small Group and serves in the Sound Crew and Missions Committee. 
Since 2006, God has placed a special burden in his heart for the Japanese 
people. After the major disaster that hit Japan on March 11th 2011, he served as 
a relief volunteer ministering to tsunami survivors from Aug-Oct 2012. Sensing 
affirmation in his call, Damein took a step into full time ministry preparation and 
completed his seminary training at Discipleship Training Centre in 2016 with a 
Masters in Christian Ministry. 
 
Damein will serve as a full-time missionary with Trans World Radio. TWR is a 
multinational evangelical Christian organisation that employs mass media to 
speak hope through the Gospel of Jesus Christ. Presently, TWR reaches to people 
in 160 countries in more than 230 languages and dialects. 
 
Damein will reach out to the Japanese, the 2nd largest unreached people group 
globally. He will be tasked to do research and developing bridging and gospel 
content for Japanese audiences, mobilizing churches and individuals 
partnerships, and grow TWR's online outreach capacity. Besides ministering to 
Japanese online, he is also part of the team reaching out through 16 FM stations 
from Hokkaido to Okinawa with an audience reach of 3.34 million Japanese 
listeners.
